GOSPEL REFLECTION.
As we listen to the Passion Reading from Matthew’s Gospel this weekend, let us think about the 
faith and trust that Jesus shows towards God his Father. Even when everything seems to go against 
him, and in the moment, he wonders about God forsaking him, he still has faith and trusts in God’s 
plan with his own life. Ultimately Jesus’ death on the Cross reminds us, with the Resurrection on 
Easter Sunday, that death can NEVER have the final word. Jesus came to bring us new life with 
God in Heaven. This began with his death on Calvary as he trusted in his Father’s will.
