Mass will continue to be
livestreamed as below.

Public Masses will be on Sunday at 9.00am (earlier time to allow for cleaning before next Mass) and
11.00am and on Wednesday at 7.00pm at Holy Family.

and a telephone contact number.

e To book a place at the Wednesday Mass please contact the parish office FROM TUESDAY
and BY WEDNESDAY 2pm. This is hoped to be extended to other days but is dependant on
volunteers to steward (aged 70 and under with no health conditions).

Places will be confirmed by either email or phone. Places will be allocated according to distancing
and it may not be possible to fit everyone in who applies for places. The archbishop suggests that as
the Sunday obligation is not in place people may wish to attend a weekday Mass instead of the Sunday.
